Drive
north from Rt 34B on Ludlowville Rd and leave your car at the
Ludlowville Park H, corner of Mill St. Walking back on
Ludlowville Rd, you pass Barr Cottage on the left, a Federal
house builtin 1810 and remodeled c. 1888. It s still used by the
Barr family as a summer cottage. Across the street is the Brick
Block; built in 1865 it housed a department and grocery store
until the mid-1950s. The building also contained a barber shop,
ice cream store and bakery, and the post office until 1973. 1t
was then converted to apartments. Further up the road is the
Miller Mansion (at 175
Ludlowville Rd), built c.1813 for
a prominent lawyer and the
